The Oklahoma Council for Indian Education won the bid in 1994 to host the 30th National Indian Education Association Convention in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma on October 17-21, 1999, and

WHEREAS,

The Oklahoma Council for Indian Education requests your support and endorsement to meet the challenge to make the 1999 NIEA Convention the best Oklahoma has to offer for an enriching experience for all participants.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,
That the Inter-Tribal Council of the Five Civilized Tribes does support and endorse the Oklahoma Council for Indian Education hosting the 30th Annual National Indian Education Association Convention.
