TITLE

A RESOLUTION OF THE INTER-TRIBAL COUNCIL OF THE FIVE CIVILIIZED TRIBES SUPPORTING THE TASK FORCE TO REVIEW THE SECRETARY OF THE INTERIOR’S REORGANIZATION PROPOSAL

WHEREAS,
the Inter-Tribal Council of the Five Civilized Tribes is an organization that unites the tribal governments of the Chickasaw, Choctaw, Cherokee, Muscogee (Creek), and Seminole Nations, representing over 400,000 Indian people throughout the United States, and

WHEREAS,  
the Secretary of the Interior has proposed the formation of a special
 bureau or agency within the Department of Indian Affairs to manage Indian trust assets, and

WHEREAS,
the Secretary has agreed to consult with federally recognized Indian tribes in regard to the future management of Indian trust assets, and in regard to the responsibilities and / or functions of the foregoing proposed bureau or agency, and  

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Inter-Tribal Council of the Five Civilized Tribes endorse and supports the concept of a task force, comprised of two (2) representatives from each of the twelve (12) Bureau of Indian Affairs Regional Offices to evaluate and make recommendations on the Secretary of Interior’s proposal for reorganization to meet trust responsibilities, and 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER  RESOLVED,
That the Inter-Tribal Council of the Five Civilized Tribes hereby agrees that Governor Bill Anoatubby of the Chickasaw Nation and Chief Charles Tillman of the Osage Nation shall be the representatives for the Eastern Oklahoma Regional Office.
